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Abstract. Modern social sciences rarely question the appropriateness of using the con-
cept of a nation. However, the existence of nations, especially in the ethnic sphere, is not
at all as obvious as it seems to researchers. The purpose of this article is to present argu-
ments in favor of a critical revision of the need to use this concept in socio-scientific dis-
course. Russian and Western science still binds the nation to the era of capitalism. Unsuc-
cessful attempts to define the concept of the nation have been going on since at least the
1880s. The article shows that at present the concept of a nation is useless for explaining
the differences between ethnic communities under capitalism and those in previous eras.
In turn, the concept of a political nation is nothing more than a synonym for denoting the
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totality of citizens of a particular state. The approach to the concept from the standpoint of
critical realism demonstrates the preference for reasoning about groups considered as eth-
nonations, as about ethnies. This concept has the advantage that it can be operationalized,
and also describe the mechanism that leads to the possibility of the long-term existence of
ethnies. Such a mechanism is the intergenerational transmission of ethnic identity, the core

of which is ethnic self-identification.
